2. The cochlea is a rolled up hollow tube that looks like a __seashell__ and is filled with liquid.
3. The hollow tube of the cochlea is divided into three smaller tubes.  The middle tube contains the Organ of  _Corti__.
4. The __Organ__ of Corti contains a membrane laid over hair cells which are connected to a nerve.  Vibrations in the fluid move the membrane over the hairs, sending signals through the nerve to the __brain___ which are interpreted as sounds.
