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Bloodborne Pathogen – Post Exposure Checklist
HSE Manager to complete this checklist upon notification of an exposure 

Exposure Incident:   An exposure incident has occurred when blood or other potentially infectious materials comes into contact an employee’s eyes, mouth, other mucous membrane, non-intact skin (open sores or wounds) or any tissue that has been punctured or cut and this contact occurred as a result of the employee’s performance of his duties.  The TDI BBP Exposure Control Plan is described in SOP-GEN-2014B.
	First Aid
	1. Immediately wash the area with soap and large amounts of running water.  Expel as much blood from the wound as possible.  Mucous membranes of the eyes, nose and mouth should be washed with large amounts of sterile saline from the eyewash station.



	Notifications and Forms
	1. Employee should complete a BBP Exposure Report form and give it to their supervisor immediately.
2. Supervisor should forward the report to HSE@tdi-bi.com as soon as possible. 


	Post Exposure Treatment

	1. TDI-Brooks  must make available to the employee:

· A medical examination by a licensed physician

· A blood test screen for HIV and Hepatitis B
· Hepatitis B vaccine and vaccination series

· Any preventative treatment or medication recommended by the licensed physician who conducted the examination

· A copy of the physician’s statement within 15 days of the examination

2. TDI-Brooks must make available to the examining physician:

· A copy of regulation 29 CFR 1910.1030
· A description of the employees duties related to the exposure

· A copy of the completed Exposure Report Form

· Results of the source individual’s blood tests if available

3. The source individual is requested but not required to give consent to the collection and testing of his/ her blood for Hepatitis B and HIV with the understanding that the results will be shared with the exposed employee.

4. The examining physician to provide the BBP Written Statement Form to TDI.  
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
